HEY GOD!
“Do You Have A Plan For Me?”
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“God Has A Wonderful Plan For Me!”

“For | know the plans I have for you,” says the LORD. “They are plans for
good and not for disaster, to give you a future and a hope.” - Jeremiah 29:11

Say:

Have you ever felt unsure about what’s going to happen next? Maybe
you've wondered, “What will | do when | grow up?” or “Why is this
happening in my life?” Sometimes, we can feel a little lost—like we’re just
wandering around with no map.

But guess what? God does have a plan for your life! He knows exactly
where you’re going, and He promises to guide you even when you can’t
see the whole path yet!

Read:
Exodus 2:1-10

Discuss:

- Who was the main character in our Bible Story?

- What did Pharoah order to be done with the Hebrew baby boys?

- What did Moses’ mom place him in before she placed him in the Nile
River?

- Who ended up finding Moses in the basket?

- Who did Pharoah’s daughter choose to be Moses’ caregiver?

Say:

God had a special plan for Moses, even when Moses was just a tiny baby
floating in a basket! That might have looked scary, but God was taking
care of him every step of the way.

Just like God had a plan for Moses, He has a plan for you! You don’t have
to be afraid or try to figure everything out. God knows the way, and He’ll
show it to you as you go. Even if life feels a little unsure sometimes, you
can trust that God is working out something really good just for you.

Pray:

Pray for your children to put their trust in God’s plan for their lives. Allow
time for your children to pray and listen for God to speak to them and
remind them that they mean so much to Him. Take some time to share
what God is speaking to your children afterwards.
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
